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1200 likely Coconino County voters surveyed:  

 400 in Flagstaff, 400 in the FMPO but living outside 
Flagstaff, 400 throughout rest of Coconino County.  

Likely voters, participated in 2012 & 2010 Elections.  

Names matched to insure current phone numbers. 

Interviews took place from Oct. 23 to Nov. 12, 2013.  

Regional data is accurate at MOE of +/-  5%. 
Countywide data is accurate at MOE of +/- 2.9%. 

Methodology 
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Flagstaff voters are relatively accurate in 
perceptions of which governmental units are 
responsible for maintaining specific roads.  

 

The further voters live from Flagstaff, the less 
accurate they are in identifying governmental 
units responsible for maintaining specific roads. 
 

Responsibility for Roads 
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Three quarters of likely voters in each region say 
County roads are in excellent or good shape. 

•  18% say roads are poor or impassable.  

 

Most agree that the roads provide a smooth ride. 

 

Half of likely voters say there are too many 
potholes in the roads.  
 

Quality of Roads 
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Most likely voters say the County does an 
excellent or good job maintaining County 
roads.  

Maintaining Roads 
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55% of voters support increasing the County 
sales tax to maintain the current level of road 
maintenance and repair.  

Support for Tax Increase 
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Over 60% of likely Coconino County voters 
support raising the County sales tax by ¼ cent to 
maintain the current level of road maintenance 
and repair.  

 

50% of County voters support raising the County 
Sales tax by ½ cent to maintain the current level 
of road maintenance and repair.  
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Support for Specific Sales Tax Increase 



A variety of messages resonate with voters: 

• We need snow plowing on County roads to get 
workers to the workplace and children safely to 
school. 

• Maintain roads now or pay more for road repairs later.  

• The County and the City of Flagstaff are coordinating 
their transportation plans.  

• Poorly maintained roads lead to car repairs.

Flagstaff Voters 
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More than half of Flagstaff voters (57%) indicate 
that knowing Flagstaff was considering asking 
voters to also support a transportation sales 
tax increase did not affect their support for the 
County proposal.
