1. Welcome, Introductions, and Roll Call  Judge Danna Hendrix chaired the meeting


2. Minutes from June 10, 2009 meeting were approved.
3. Sharing Positive Experiences:

Judge Danna Hendrix: 

· The Superior Court has implemented a Restitution Court, which means that failure to pay fines results in jail time.  This has led to an additional $60,000 in collections.

Dave Rozema:

· The Page Drug Court will be starting up at the end of August.

· The County Attorney now has satellite offices at LEAF and Juvenile Court.
· There is now an attorney based at LEAF to assist with the ROPE (Repeat Offender Prosecution Enhancement) program.
Mayor Sara Presler:

· The City of Flagstaff passed a budget. Fire Department and police operations were kept intact.

· The Mayor’s Symphony Program in concert with Juvenile Services will have a second season.

· The City of Flagstaff is considering a bond measure, including a bond to build a new city court.

Chief Brent Cooper:

· The Flagstaff Police Department was awarded a COPS grant to fund six positions for three years.

· The ROPE (Repeat Offender Prosecution Enhancement) Program has been successful so far. Ten of the 14 individuals on the list were in custody within a couple of days.

· Aggravated assaults and robberies decreased significantly in July.

· Two additional officers have been approved for Metro.

NAU Police Chief Greg Fowler:

· The NAU Police Department will be moving its offices out of Lumberjack Stadium and getting its own building by Capital Assets.

Linda Cowan, The Guidance Center:

· North Country has opened a clinic at The Guidance Center so patients can receive medical exams.

Brad Mattingly:

· DUI/Drug Court served seven veterans in FY09.

· Five “drug free” babies were born in FY09.

Supervisor Lena Fowler:

· Veterans’ Administration would be willing to do a presentation to CJCC about veterans’ needs.

Don Jacobson:

· The City of Flagstaff and Coconino County are working on moving to electronic documentation this fall.

· AJAX coming in the fall.

Cindy Winn:

· Cognitive and behavioral training has been successful. There are currently 10 facilitators for medium and high risk offenders and 6 facilitators for low-risk offenders.

4. ITU Update

· Linda Cowan, The Guidance Center
· The ITU served 50 clients in 2008.
· The Navajo Nation discontinued its funding of the ITU because of budget concerns, and funding has not been restored, to date. 
· The ITU has 12 beds. It has only been at capacity three times.
· Admittance is strictly voluntary.
· The average length of stay is 2.5 days. The ITU is not licensed as housing, so there is a 7-10 day limit on a stay.
· No requirement to go to FMC first and receive a referral.
· Outcomes have been difficult to track and there is little data.
· Steps at the ITU:
· An EMT does a screening exam.
· The client is given food and water.
· The client is put to bed to sleep.
· An assessment of the client occurs.
· The client is given help with resources and next steps.
· There is a great need for transitional housing and shelter services, once an individual decides to receives treatment they must wait up to a week and half for admittance.
· Lindy Turley, Flagstaff Medical Center
· We need to tell success stories more.
· Many patients leave FMC still drunk.
· Length of stay is lower then ever before.
· Efficiencies have gone up allowing more serial inebriates to be helped.
· Chief Brent Cooper, Flagstaff Police Department
· In his 29 years in Flagstaff, not much has changed in terms of dealing with serial inebriates.
· Need to communicate with the Navajo Nation much more.
· The behavior is becoming more and more “underground.”
· Appreciates the recognition that this is not “just a police effort.”
· Increasing punishment is not deterring serial inebriates.
· Comments: 

· Check out Community Bridges and their work in Winslow and Holbrook.  Community Bridges will transport individuals to Phoenix to get them help, but is voluntary.

Bryon Matsuda - Juvenile Justice
1. Grant funding will continue for the Step Up mentoring program, for the third year in a row.
2. Five youth who graduated from Juvenile Court wanted to continue with mentoring after graduation.
3. The Children of Incarcerated Parents Task Force is continuing to meet every month and would like to present to the Executive Committee.
4. The juvenile detention facility has been out of ratio for most of the summer.
5. They are creating a “foster grandparent” program for mentoring.
Mary Walsh-Navarro – System Performance
1. The jail population has been high all summer.
2. Exploring the option of the SCRAM bracelet for alcohol monitoring.
3. The subcommittee has received and reviewed their charters.
Lisa Stankovich – Behavioral Health

1. Linda Cowan is the new co-chair.

2. The homeless/serial inebriate court is being expanded to the City of Flagstaff.

3. Behavioral Health services are being expanded.

4. Trying for more coordination with Navajo Nation.

7. Budget Update, Jon Tuepker






· Legislature did not pass taking the sales tax initiative to the voters.

· Impacts on the criminal justice system are the same in the new budget.

· The Governor should receive the budget on August 20. She then has five days to approve or veto.

· The state is still facing a $3 billion shortfall.

· Andrea Lopez – NARBHA is beginning a study on jail diversion programs for mental health and substance abuse.

· Judge Brian Kolb – The call-back program has been put on hold due to reassignment of staff. This will greatly increase warrants, workloads and costs.
