1. Welcome, Introductions and Roll Call  Judge Danna Hendrix chaired the meeting

2. Minutes from April 15, 2009 meeting were approved.
3. Sharing Positive Experiences:
Kevin Burke: City of Flagstaff completed its budget process. Eighty-five positions were eliminated, but the City will only have five layoffs due to early retirements and vacant positions. 

Businessman Alan Chan has agreed to provide free space for the Flagstaff Police Department on Fourth Street. The office space will be used as an administrative reporting center by FPD officers.
Mayor Sara Presler:

· The City of Flagstaff and Coconino County are looking at ways to curb domestic violence. 
· Several agencies such as Juvenile Court, Adult Probation, FUSD and the County Attorney’s Office are implementing a marijuana possession diversion program. The program targets youth.
The Arizona Supreme Court reinstituted the Felony Task Force. 

Adult Probation held a training on evidence-based programs. 
4. The Executive Committee proposal to amend the CJCC Bylaws to:
i. add Juvenile Court Representative to CJCC Executive Committee

ii. add additional responsibility for staff

Approved by unanimous vote.

The Senate and the House passed a budget for Fiscal Year 2010 that the Governor has threatened to veto.
9. Solutions Discussion and Agency Information Exchange 
Jail population numbers are edging higher. The population increase is attributed to the warmer weather. The number of bed rentals to other agencies as a result of the local population increases has declined. 

The Board of Supervisors wants to be engaged in the CJCC process. The Board views CJCC as an established cooperative. The Board remains committed to supporting CJCC and wants to help with strategy and implementation.
