1. ROLL CALL and INTRODUCTIONS by Judge Hendrix
2.  MINUTES APPROVED: April 16, 2008
3. PRESENTATIONS:
Sara Schmoll gave a presentation on Evidence Based Practices. Evidence Based Practices is a progressive, organizational use of direct, current scientific evidence to guide and inform efficient and effective correctional services. Corrections professionals will use tools and strategies that promote long-term positive behavioral changes to reduce re-offending. Assessing risk factors, treatment, positive reinforcement, sanctions and rewards are all important parts of the model. 
4.  SUBCOMMITTEE UPDATES

Gary K.-  Executive Committee

1. They have met twice on how to restructure coordinator position. The committee has taken the ideas from the retreat on May 30th and is working with county management. The committee should have a report by the next meeting. 
2. They are working on how to better direct the CJCC in goals and future projects. 
    Brad Mattingly- SA/MH Committee- 5 issues
1. Outcome data of several program-will be reporting total referred, total in compliance and total not in compliance. 
2. CIT Mobil crisis unit. Protocol issues and report in September.

3. Response to public intoxication program has been positive. People being taken to FMC and to triage.

4. Methamphetamine task force has been notified that funding has been approved for another year. There were three methamphetamine panels, two in Page and one in Kaibeto. 

5. Homeless court-discussion of the planning and implementation. Multiple agencies will be involved. 

Mary Walsh-Navarro and Don Jacobson  -   Systems Performance Committee
1. The committee addressed the increased need for judicial resources during the summer. Additional arraignments were added.

Sheriff Pribil - Jail Population Update

2. Length of stay up 50%.

3. Identify veterans and assist with finding veteran services.

4. The Exodus program will include the female population at the end of the month. 
Bryon Matsuda-Juvenile Justice
1. Children of incarcerated parents. Has had a great response of community participants. Committee working on assessing the needs and issues of the families and what resources might be available. Will take a year or more to complete.
2.  They are working on developing a program of adults mentoring to children. Big Brother and Big Sisters is submitting grant application.
Lynn Burch-Criminal Justice Integration
1. The committee will be revising its mission and goals. 
2. Looking into a project selection program similar to that used in Maricopa county.

3. The progress of the tickets has been a slow process.
