CALL TO ORDER

Meeting called to order by Chairman Fred Newton 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Minutes of December 7, 2005 meeting approved by consensus.

SUBCOMMITTE UPDATES AND ACTION ITEMS

A copy of all action items presented to the Council is attached and incorporated into these Minutes.


Executive Committee: 

Status report regarding Strategic Planning Retreat – Retreat will be held April 13 from 8:30 to 4 at the Poco Diablo Resort in Sedona


Should meeting time stay at 3-5 pm or be modified to 4-6 with dinner? After brief discussion Council decides to keep current time period.


Recommendation to modify bylaws and increase public members from 1 to 2 is adopted.

Mental Health: Lisa Stankovich presents update on the status of the City Court: Mental Health Court project. The process to develop the court continues and the mental health court will be implemented in the City Court. 

Juvenile Justice: Duane Shimpach is retiring effective in April.

CJI- Kevin Labranche advises that they have just hired someone to assist with the CJI projects.

Felony Task Force- New attorney training was conducted. Judge Coker is now doing settlement conferences in serious felony cases.
Jail Population: The first reports from the LGAN system are available. Handouts are provided by Consultant W. White showing population trends at jail over past five years. Site will be available beginning of March.
AGENCY UPDATES


Judge Newton expresses concerns about the number of interstate drug interdiction cases. Will cases continue to increase. Discussion regarding how to deal with increased work load. Is any federal assistance available. T. Hance advises there is a possible grant/reimbursement program for reimbursement for prosecution and court costs. Could cases be sent to federal system for prosecution. T. Hance points out that funds are received locally from RICO board for forfeitures in these case. Judge Newton requests an update at next meeting regarding possibility of SWBPI reimbursement.


Sheriff Pribil updates Council on the meth task force. Part of a state wide effort to reduce methamphetamine use. Sales of ephedrine will be regulated. $20,000 grant to CASA for education and prevention. Meth addiction is curable The next task force meeting is March 2. Deb Hill adds that the two main goals of the task force are on education and assessment of the problem of meth use. JT McCann notes that focus should not just be on meth but on all drug use. B Mattingly notes that 64% of addicts are multi-drug users. A request is made that the jail stats program be used to document various drug usage. T. Hance notes that the number 1 community issue is alcohol use and that we need to educate children regarding alcohol use.

Linda Cowan advises that TGC has filled the jail-mental health liaison position. 
CRISIS TRIAGE CENTER PRESENTATION
Linda Cowan presents an overview of the planned Intake Triage Unit (detox and emergency services at the Guidance Center). The model for the program and facility will be to bring people to an emergency triage unit at the Guidance Center. TGC will do a comprehensive evaluation of the individual within 48 hours of admission and will triage the individual into different levels/types of services based on assessment of needs. The ITU will not replace FMC emergency room admissions but will impact about 50% of the admissions. 
A community meeting was held to discuss the ITU. The focus of the meeting was the issue of the continuum of services within the community. The largest gap in services is shelter housing. 

TGC will have architect plans for the ITU by March 11. TGCs goal is to have the unit completed and operational by October 2006.

Navajo Nation is planning a 72 bed treatment center in Shiprock.
