III. Emergency Planning Updates
· EOP Revision- The kick off will be June 8.  The contract was awarded to TEKTONIC.  There will be a meeting June 9 w/ stakeholders@ LEAF.  Your help is requested.  
· A summer intern has been hired in a partnership with NAU.  Jason Gillet will be here for 10 weeks to finish the evacuation plan.  

· A second intern has been hired, paid for by the County with stimulus money.  He will be working on the resource component of the EOP, conducting an inventory of asset from all over the County and political subdivisions.   We need spread sheets of all your assets.  The new software for the EOC will be preloaded with asset data.  
· There will be one more meeting to give information to the contractor on the Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan.
· The Target Capability Assessment is a planning tool and a critical component for information of our resources, our capabilities in emergency management.  This is a state wide process.

· GET System - Program that gives a federal calling card that gives you priority during emergencies.  This is a great tool for public safety.  It’s free, but a point of contact is needed.  WPS gives you priority on a cell phone, but there is a charge.

· NIMSCAST Survey – All information on 08 surveys will go forward to the 09 survey.  ICS 400 (for command staff) is now required.  If you did the 08 survey, you only have to answer one question.
