What are the training requirements to be a 
member of the Mounted Unit? 
 
In order to volunteer for the Mounted Unit, you 
must first join the Search and Rescue Unit and 
attend a variety of training including: personal 
safety, general Search and Rescue procedures, event 
management, map and compass, GPS, and tracking.  
In addition, Mounted Unit volunteers must 
complete an equine desensitization obstacle course 
and equine overnight bivouac. 
 
After participating in as part of the Mounted Unit 
Search and Rescue team, Mounted volunteers can 
apply for the Community Volunteer Program.  If 
accepted into the program, you will be sent to the 
Arizona Mounted Police Officers Academy and 
receive 80 hours of additional mounted training.  
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
