Tax Notices are mailed the last week of September each year.  Only one courtesy notice per year is mailed to property owners. Our office does not track whether the property owner has an impound account for payment of property taxes through their mortgage company.  You do not need a tax notice to pay your property taxes. Our office will gladly provide you the amount due by phone or e-mail upon your request.
Any total property tax amount, per parcel, of $100 or less must be paid in full using the first-half payment coupon, no later than November 1st at 5 p.m. The first-half payment and full year tax amount of $100 or less, is due October 1st and considered delinquent on November 1st at 5 p.m.; unless the 1st of November falls on a holiday or weekend and then the payment is considered delinquent the following workday at 5 p.m. 

Second-half property tax payments are due March 1st of the following year and are considered delinquent May 1st at 5 p.m. 

Full-year property taxes of more than $100 per parcel may be paid in one payment by December 31st with no penalties or interest on the first-half tax amount.

Payments by check or money order; mail the first-half coupon with your payment; postmarked no later than November 1st each year. Or send the second-half coupon with your payment no later than May 1st each year.
You may also choose to pay online via credit card or e-check on the Official Payments website; or you may call 1-800-2PAYTAX (272-9829). You will need to provide your parcel number on the payment screen or over the phone.  If asked, the jurisdiction code for Coconino County is 1305.
Credit cards are also accepted by our office, in-person over-the-counter, at our office. We no longer accept credit card information through the mail or over the phone in our office.  A convenience fee applies to all credit card payments.

Tax notices are mailed as a courtesy to property owners.  Only one tax notice per year is mailed.  This notice includes two payment stubs.  Property owners will not receive a second notification. If you do not receive your tax notice by October 20th of the current year; please contact the Office of the Treasurer for the current amount due for your property taxes.
Address corrections must be made with the office of the Assessor in order for the Treasurer to mail your courtesy notice to the correct address.  Changing your address with the United States Post Office only permits forwarding to your new address for up to 18 months.  You must change your address with the office of the Coconino County Assessor and only the owner of record of each parcel is permitted to request an address change. Please request address corrections via the online address correction form, directly with the Coconino County Assessor.
