ÅYes.

gaming anywhere in the County.

ÅHow is gaming regulated in Arizona?

ÅThe Arizona Department of Gaming.  These rules 
pre-empt the County from allowing this use.

ÅCan NNGE change the restaurant to a casino?

ÅIn Arizona gaming may only occur on tribal trust 
property; that is a process beyond state level

ÅCan the community engage with NNGE?

ÅYes.
